Our team provided project coordination, environmental consulting and assessments, and engineering services to develop the project deliverables, and subsequently secured the regulatory state and federal permits for the project within 60 days of completion of 95% documents.

Implementation of permitted construction drawings as designed in Phase I and II of this project.  Construction services includes all labor and material to provide the USFWS a successful Wetland Reserve Program project at Tippen Bay.  The project’s main components include bank stabilization using concrete mats, installation of water control structures and vinyl sheetpile weirs, riprap installation, and construction of over 10,000 linear feet of earthen berm in order to restore and enhance over 3,000 acres of wetlands located on the Tippen Bay WRP easement.
